DRINKING AND TEENS

as prom season approaches, DP parents and staff
are hard at work, planning yet another safe-
and-sober After Prom party for our graduating Sen-
iors. Yet, as important as that effort is, it pales in
comparison to the task of keeping all our students
safe from the perils of teenage drinking throughout
the year.

Alcohol is the number one drug of choice for
American teens, and each year it kills some 5,000
youth under age 21, in alcohol-related motor vehicle
crashes, other unintentional accidents, homicides,
and suicides. As compared to teens who abstain,
those who drink are also more likely to become sexu-
ally active, have sex more often, and have unpro-
tected sex. And, they are more likely than non-
drinkers to be victims of violent crime such as rape,
aggravated assault, and robbery.

To help parents address the many issues raised
by alcohol, a state advisory council has created a Par-
ent’s Toolkit on Underage Drinking, available as a
PDF file at http:y//www.adp.ca.gov/ (Click on “Tips
for Parents: Underage Drinking in California” under
“Reports”). A one-page tip sheet is available by click-
ing the link “Underage Drinking” on the PTSA page
of the DP website at www.dphs.org. And, some of
the health risks and legal consequences of teenage
drinking are outlined in the Parent Ed column of the
March 2007 DP PTSA newsletter, also archived on
the PTSA page.

Certain factors make a teen more likely to drink.
Girls are almost as likely to drink as boys, but boys
tend to drink more heavily on a regular basis. A teen
with a childhood history of aggressive, antisocial, or
impulsive behavior is at greater risk, as is one who
experienced childhood trauma or suffers from anxi-
ety, depression, or certain attention-deficit disorders.
Parental behavior may also play a role. Teens are
more likely to drink if they have alcoholic parents,
parents who drink or express favorable attitudes to-
ward drinking, or parents who provide little

emotional support. Similarly, teens are more in-
clined to drink if their friends drink, accept, or en-
courage drinking. However, teenage drinking is so
widespread that it seems clear that alcohol affects
many teens without these risk factors.

What behaviors might suggest that a teen has a
problem with alcohol? Although the warning signs
are outlined below, some of these behaviors might
just reflect normal teenage “growing pains.” Experts
suggest that a drinking problem is “more likely” if
several of these behaviors appear at the same time,
if they appear suddenly, or if they are extreme:

e Mood changes: flare-ups of temper, ir-
ritability, and defensiveness

e School problems: poor attendance, low
grades, and/or recent disciplinary ac-
tion

e Rebelling against family rules

e Switching friends, along with a reluc-
tance to let you get to know the new
friends

e A “nothing matters” attitude, a sloppy
appearance, lack of involvement in for-
mer interests, and general low energy

e Alcohol found in your teen’s room or
backpack, or the smell of alcohol on his
or her breath

e Physical or mental problems: memory
lapses, poor concentration, bloodshot
eyes, lack of coordination

At this time we are averaging 25 new entries a
week. The good news is that we have over one hundred less students
in the truancy program this year than last year at this time.

Mr. Gustavo Agredano is part of the Dos Pueblos frontline ini-
tiative against truancies. He takes a preventive approach, first iden-
tifying those students not getting to school regularly, then determin-
ing the issues involved in their frequent unexcused absences and fi-
nally determining what it takes to steer them away from becoming
“repeat offenders”. If truancy or habitual tardiness is an issue in
your family, steering your child toward Mr. Agredano earlier rather
than later may help your child recoup a habit of regular attendance.
Remember that for everyday a student is absent DPHS loses money
and the student loses knowledge.

Counseling Corner

eneral Update: Counselors have met with stu-

dents and have visited classrooms for next year’s
requests for classes. All students were given their
transcripts, to help determine if they were on track
for graduation. Please review these transcripts with
your student, and determine if summer school is
needed. Remember, a failed course, they will im-
pede graduation. If a student gets a “D” in a college
prep course, it may endanger his chance for college
acceptance. Let your counselor help.

In April counselors will be at the junior high
schools. If you have a student new to DPHS next
year, please attend New Student Night on April 9,
6:30-7:30 p.m. in the Performing Art Center.

A huge College Faire will be held in Ventura at
Seaside Park on April 15, 5:30-8:30 p.m. Colleges
from across the nation, as well as International
Schools will be represented. SBCC holds another
College Faire in October at our fairgrounds.

We recommend that parents and their student
meet with counselors to make or review Four-Year
Plans if you are uncertain of next year’s plans.
Please call Mrs. Irwin (968-2541, ext. 227) to make an
appointment. Students can also place their name on
a list outside their counselor’s office, and they will
be called based on the counselor’s availability.

SENIORS

SBCC has been here to meet with Seniors. There is a
make-up day on April 16, third period in the
Cafeteria. SBCC wants all students to apply online at
www.SBCC.edu/apply. They will download their
confirmation and “K” number, take it to Mrs. Irwin,
ticket.
All Seniors must assess for SBCC to take the orienta-

and receive an assessment admissions

tion and sign up for classes. The assessment takes
place at SBCC on April 19, 9:00 a.m., Room A-211.
Bring a photo ID, K number, and pencil. Once a  stu-
dent is assessed, he can participate in the orientation
on May 29. Students that have missed these times
must make their own arrangements with SBCC. The
sooner they do this, the easier it will be to make course

selections. Student can actually start priority registration af-
ter they finish orientation. By mid-July they will have missed
the opportunity to have priority enrollment.

UC requires the Subject A exam, unless the student re-
ceived a 680 on the SAT writing. CSU requires the ELM
(math) and EPT (English), unless they get a 550 on the SAT
Math and Reading (or pass English 110 or got a
“Competency” score on the STAR Exam as Juniors — posted
on lower left corner of STAR report). These assessments
must be done before May. Community colleges will have
their own student assessments.

FAFSA will send you the status of your application for
corrections (SIR). If it is correct, do nothing. If you need to
add a school or correct information after filing your tax re-
turns, send in the correct information quickly. You will re-
ceive a letter from each financial aide office of each college
you applied to. Each institution may offer different amounts.
You can contact each institution’s financial aide office and
ask for a review (or more money) if you feel your status has
changed since January. Students attending a community
college can also file a GPA Verification form for State Aide in
August and September if they didn’t do this by March 3.

College Intent to Register deadline is May 1. This
is the due date to notify the one and only college you
intend to attend in the fall. If you wait past this dead-
line, your spot may disappear. Colleges accept many
more students than they have room for, and will fill up
the spaces quickly. Don’t delay.

Ditch Day and Trips to Mexico, Bermuda, or Florida
are not endorsed by DPHS. We only endorse the Senior
Week Activities and Disneyland. Students may purchase
one or more days if they don’t wish to buy the entire packet.
Remember, students may have qualified for free activities
with magazine sales.

Notices of Changes: Don't forget to notify colleges and
scholarship committees of changes in address, email, or
changes in coursework (including low grades). They can
withdraw their awards/acceptances if not notified of events.

JUNIORS

College-bound students should finish their college assess-
ments (ACT or SAT Reasoning and Subject Exams) by
June, with make-ups/repeats by November of their Sen-
ior year. They must sign up at www.ACTstudent.org
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or www.collegeboard.com —not at DPHS. They will
be able to sign up for the May 3 test with a late fee if
done by April 10, and can still sign up with no extra
fee by May 6 for the June 7 test date. The ACT is given
June 14 with a deadline of May 9. We suggest taking
the SAT in May and two to three Subject exams (for
UC’s and private schools) in June.

Assessment Preparation: (note changes) We have
free Subject exams in the following classes after AP ex-
ams have occurred: Chemistry, AP World History, AP
US History, AP/IB Languages, AP Physics, AP English
on May 19 and 20. Results will be given on May 23. We
offer a two-hour prep session for $10 on May 27, 28, 29,
and June 2-5.

RMASS will give a five-hour SAT class with mini-tests
on May 31 (not May 24) for $79 at DPHS. Call (866) 238-1213
to sign up.

ACT prep Test Drive on May 10, 9:00-1:30 for $20.
Feedback on May 13.

Princeton Review ACT Kicker Course, 6 sessions for
$100. Call 685-2221.

You can also borrow books from the career center, es-
pecially for AP or Subject Exams.

Course Requirements: Juniors should take four academ-
ics their Senior year if intending to attend a four-year univer-
sity. Colleges accept students based on their performance as
Sophomores and Juniors as well as during their Senior year.
They must continue to perform adequately, maintaining
high academic integrity.

Keep Track of Activities: Don’t forget the value of
work, community service, and clubs/school activities for
college entrance and scholarship awards. We suggest that
you keep a résumé or list of these activities, including dates,
so you can include them in your college applications.

STAR Exam in May is very important. The results de-
termine which English course students take their Senior
year. More importantly, the CSU will use the results in the
extra math and English questions that students voluntarily
take to help qualify students for CSU entrance, as well as
give feedback about their college readiness. If students do
well, they don’t need to get a 550 on SATs nor take the ELM
or EPT at a local CSU in April of their Senior year.

SBCC Dual Enrollment Assessments: If student will be
taking Statistics, Calculus, or English 110, they will have to

assess. We are giving instructions in their classes
and will call students in. English is set for April 11;
Stat is May 23, and Calc is May 30.

SOPHOMORES

This is the year colleges begin to use the GPA for college
entrance. If students don’t do well, they need to work
with their counselor to rectify the situation. If a student
is in World History AP, we suggest they take not only
the AP exam in May, but also the Collegeboard Subject
Exam in June (May 6 deadline). If they are also taking
Biology, Chemistry, AP Physics or Pre-calculus, they can
take one of those as well.
FRESHMAN

Try not to get any grades below a “D” for college pur-
poses. If a student has failed any course, they must ei-
ther take that class or another one in summer school, or
they will not be on track for graduation. Please contact
your counselor to discuss your options.

SUMMER NEWS

DP Summer School: Students may begin to sign up
around May 5. Most courses are remedial, but students
can also take non-college art and health. No foreign
language is offered. Students can only miss up to 3 days
to get credit. Check the website for more information.
Classes may be offered at all 3 high school campuses
this year.

SBCC Summer School: Students can see the
course offerings in the Summer Class Schedule
sent home during break, or go online. Apply online at
www.SBCC.edu/apply, get your confirmation number,
ask counselors to sign a recommendation form, then
take the form to SBCC counseling. You can then signup
and pay online beginning April 28. Don’t delay, classes
fill quickly. Computer online courses require a fully mo-
tivated student, competent in computer skills. Remem-
ber, these are college courses and count on the college
GPA—a “D” could be disastrous. Pay attention to all
due dates, including the withdrawal dates. Instructors
won’t withdraw students!

Summer opportunities abound: The Career Center
has a large box full of options, or you can utilize the
web. SBCC and UCSB have a large selection of options
in research and readiness as well.

Career Center News

(¢) arental advice is the most important factor when teens
J are contemplating their future careers. But parents
often find that post-secondary options have changed since
they faced the same decisions. The following tips can assist
teens to navigate the current world-of-work:

1. Analyze your students” activities and inter-
ests throughout their lives. It is important to
identify patterns. Do they like to be outdoors,
enjoy time with animals, or favor solitary
time? What is it that generates enthusiasm?

2. Ask your children about special accomplish-
ments and proud moments they have had.
What did they do to make these things
happen?

3. Once skills and interests have been identified,
develop a list of the qualities your students
want in a career. Analyze the list and con-
sider various occupations that fit those
criteria.

1+ When young people have an idea of what
they would like to do, speak with friends or
people in similar occupations and ask about
arranging a meeting so that your student can
discuss the particulars of that career. Mrs.
Perlin in the Career Center also can assist in
setting up a job shadow experience with a
local business mentor.

Community service also is a meaningful way in
which students can access career path information.
The Dos Pueblos pre-approved community service site list
is categorized by areas of interest to make it easy for stu-
dents to align their volunteer efforts within a field that can
lead to a possible future vocation. This is good advice for
many of our Senior students who have not yet completed
their 60-hour community service graduation requirement.
May 30 is the final turn-in date for Seniors to submit volun-
teer hours if they plan to participate in graduation exercises
and festivities.

Diligent students who have provided at least 200
hours of voluntary service to the non-profit sector of
our community will be recognized with the “Community

Service Excellence Award” at the Senior Awards Assem-
bly on Wednesday, May 28. Students who hope to receive
the new award must have completed the required 200
hours no later than Thursday, May 1.

The “Take Our Daughters to Work Day” event has
been rescheduled for Thursday, May 22. Interested female
students can pick up an application in the Career Center
for this exciting career-awareness activity that is being co-
ordinated by Girls, Inc. Individual students will be paired
with a female business mentor in their requested area
of interest.

Students and parents are reminded that the
National College Fair will take place at the Ventura
County Fairgrounds on Tuesday, April 15, from
5:30—8:30 p.m. More than 150 colleges and universi-
ties will have representatives to discuss their re-
spective schools. Financial aid workshops also will
be held.

DP Community Building at Work

(9ne of the drawbacks of education is that we don’t get a
chance to see the big picture —the amazing results when par-
ents, teachers, and support programs work together. Here is a suc-
cess story.

A Limited English Proficient (LEP) student had been struggling at
Dos Pueblos for the past two years. Her home situation was extremely
challenging —two families sharing a one-room apartment, the mother
working two full-time jobs, a father in prison, and three younger siblings
for our DP student to baby sit at night and all weekend while Mom
worked.

Needless to say, this student had very little hope that her life would
improve. She had literally nothing to work for. It showed in her attitude
and schoolwork. Then, amazing things began to happen:

1. Her mother signed up for the Parent Project 10 week-
course offered to teach parents skills to support their
children emotionally and academically so that they
can be successful. The parents also build community
and support for each other, continuing these rela-
tionships after finishing the program.

2. An English teacher took an interest in this student,
and convinced her to work after school on her re-
quired essay project.

3. A DP support staffer, who works with an outside
organization, took this student to Ross and was able
to buy three new school outfits for her, including
shoes and accessories.

4. The Parent Project teacher suggested that the mother
give her daughter three hours of free time with
friends on the weekends, a break from babysitting
siblings, if she improved her grades.

GUESS WHAT HAPPENED?

+ The student turned in her big essay assignment, fully
typed and on time.

« Her grades are improving and she now gets three
hours on the weekend to spend with her friends.

« Her teacher is beaming with stories of this student’s
improvement and success.

+ Her mother now attends meetings and events and
has become an active member in the DP community.

The student and her mother now have the start of a brand
new relationship. This child has hope! And with all the support
she’s receiving, she can be successful despite all odds.
